Whether you are new or returning, this manual is a 
guide to ensure that your cleanup stays fun, safe and good for the environment. We want to make it 
as easy and enjoyable as possible for you to run your cleanup. 
 
Inside this manual:  Guidelines for organizing your cleanup and instructions on how to collect data 
and report the findings.  
 
The Great Canadian Shoreline Cleanup presented by Loblaw Companies Limited is a conservation 
initiative of Vancouver Aquarium and WWF and is one of the largest contributors to the 
International Coastal Cleanup, making your participation part of global effort. The data cards you fill 
out during your cleanup are tallied at the Vancouver Aquarium and then submitted to the 
International Coastal Cleanup for further tracking of worldwide results. These results are then used 
to develop solutions to prevent and minimize litter from reaching our shorelines.

The Role of the Site Coordinator 
 

A Site Coordinator is the lead contact and organizer for a local shoreline cleanup.   
 

They are responsible for: 
 

¶ Arranging a cleanup at a local shoreline and managing a group of cleanup 
participants. 

¶ Obtaining cleanup supplies such as bags and gloves. 

¶ Notifying the local municipality and arranging waste disposal. 

¶ Ensuring participants complete data cards to tally the type and amount of 
shoreline litter collected.  
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PART 2: USING YOUR ONLINE ACCOUNT

Step 1 ς Access your online dashboard   
 
Simply log in to your online account at ShorelineCleanup.ca.  You will see άaȅ Dashboardέ appear 
on the right side of the green menu bar.  This is where you will find all of the online tools to assist 
you in your role as Site Coordinator.  
 
Step 2 ς Use the online dashboard tools 
 

1. Search Cleanups: Search for and register additional cleanups 
2. My Cleanups:   

¶ Manage your cleanup event details 

¶ Submit your cleanup data 

¶ Share photos from your cleanup 
3. Messages:  Communicate with your participants 
4. My Account:  Manage your contact details and account password. 
5. My Resources:  Download additional resources for your cleanup (e.g. liability waiver)

When planning your cleanup there are five main responsibilities. These άEssential Fiveέ will take you 
from the start to finish of your experience as a Site Coordinator and ensure a fun and successful 
cleanup.

1. Know your shoreline ς Be familiar with your cleanup location before the day of 
your event. 

 
2. Obtain cleanup supplies ς You will need to provide garbage/recycling bags, gloves 

and other such materials for your cleanup group.  These are easy to find and this 
manual will provide some tips and suggestions. 
 

3. Notify your Municipality & Arrange Waste Disposal ς Your local municipality 
needs to know of your plan to hold a cleanup.  Be sure to ask for guidance and 
make arrangements on how to dispose of the litter you collect.  

 
4. Communicate with your team ς Keep your group up to date with important details 

such as where to meet and what participants ǎƘƻǳƭŘ ōǊƛƴƎΦ 5ƻƴΩǘ ŦƻǊƎŜǘ ǘƻ ƳŀƪŜ 
sure you have their contact information if anything changes last minute. 

 
5. Complete and return data cards ς /ƻƭƭŜŎǘƛƴƎ Řŀǘŀ ƛǎ ƴƻǘ ƻƴƭȅ ƛƳǇƻǊǘŀƴǘΣ ƛǘΩǎ easy 

and you might just be surprised at some of your findings! (refer to the ά5ŀǘŀ

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PART 4: MATERIALS & SUPPLIES 

Cleanup supplies are an essential component of your shoreline cleanup and each Site Coordinator is 
responsible for providing these items.  The amount needed will depend on how large your group is.   

The basic supplies you need to provide are: 

¶ Garbage Bags 

¶ Gloves (we recommend canvas) 

¶ Recycling Bags 

¶ Pens or Pencils 

A NOTE ON WASTE COLLECTION:  Depending on where you live, some communities have special 
instructions for collecting waste.  For example, some require clear bags for waste and others only 
accept blue bags for recycling.  When notifying your municipality of your cleanup, be sure to ask 
about their waste collection rules and check to see which items can be recycled.   

 

Other supplies to consider: 

¶ Clipboards 

¶ Garbage pickers 

¶ Hand-held scale 

¶ Flagging tape 

¶ First Aid Kit 

¶ 2-way radios 

¶ Camera 

¶ Sharps containers (any rigid container)

Ù Important items to review (We will mail you hardcopies as well): 

¶ Liability Waiver:  This needs to be signed by every participant. 

¶ Individual Data Card:  Your group will complete these while picking up trash.  You do not need 
to use one for every participant.  They can share these in small groups of 3-4. 

¶ Group Summary Card:  ¦ǎŜ ǘƘƛǎ ǘƻ ŎƻƳǇƛƭŜ ȅƻǳǊ ƎǊƻǳǇΩǎ Ŧƛƴŀƭ results.  

 

Finding Supplies 
 

These supplies are all easy to find items that you more than likely have in your own home.   
 

We also suggest the following: 
 

¶ Pick them up for a low cost from a local hardware store. 

¶ Ask your participants to bring a few of each item.   If every participant brought a handful of 
garbage bags then you would have more than enough for your group.   

¶ Check with your municipality about supplies when discussing waste removal.  

¶ Seek donations from within your local community.  We even have a letter template for you

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PART 5: ORGANIZING YOUR CLEANUP 

BEFORE THE CLEANUP 
 

There are important steps to follow in the time leading up to your cleanup. Please use this timeline as a 
guideline to help get organized before your cleanup. It is important to note that if you registered within 
one month of the cleanup week, you will need to complete the following steps in a shorter time frame. 
5ƻƴΩǘ ǿƻǊǊȅΣ ǘƘŜȅΩǊŜ ƴƻǘ ǘƘŀǘ ŎƻƳǇƭƛŎŀǘŜŘΗ 
 

1 - 3 MONTHS BEFORE  
 

¶ Confirm your site Χ 
 

It is your responsibility to ensure the location chosen is suitable for your group and that you are familiar 
with the cleanup site.  Each location has not been pre-selected by the Vancouver Aquarium; they were 
suggested by members of the public who have previously arranged cleanups in those locations. We 
strongly recommend taking advantage of a sunny day to organize a site visit. The main goal of the site 
visit is to make sure your cleanup site is accessible and safe for your group.   
 

Here is a list of what to look for during you site visit: 
 

X Good meeting location (= accessible and easy to find) 
X Shelter 
X Public bathrooms or rest stations 
X Parking and/or access to public transit 
X Existing garbage/recycling bins 
X Steep and slippery sections, or other potentially hazardous areas 
X Holes,  fallen branches or other tripping hazards  
X Overhanging dead branches that could fall 
X Thick vegetation or isolated/remote sections 
X Beehives or wasp nests 
X Areas of heavy car traffic 
X Any other things you might want to let your participants know about 

  

¶ CƛƴŀƭƛȊŜ ŎƭŜŀƴǳǇ ŘŜǘŀƛƭǎΧ   
 

As soon as you have confirmed the date, start time and meeting location, make sure these are updated 
online. Log in to your account and click άaȅ /ƭŜŀƴǳǇǎέ from your online dashboard to access your 
cleanup details and update the information. If you are organizing a public cleanup, it is especially 
important that your information is kept up to date and that you alert your participants directly when 
anything changes.  
 

¶ Contact local municipalityΧ 
 

With your cleanup details confirmed, it is now necessary to notify your local municipality to obtain 
permission to clean the area you have registered. Remember to ask for guidance on how to dispose of 
the litter you have collected.  It is also important to check that the area you want to clean is available that 
day (i.e. no other large events taking place on the same day or at the same time as your cleanup).  
 

 
In the event that your municipality contacts us directly, we will pass along any information provided. 
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2 - 4 WEEKS BEFORE  
 

¶ {ǇǊŜŀŘ ǘƘŜ ǿƻǊŘΧ 
 

Word of mouth is great way to promote your cleanup and recruit new participants to help out!  You can 
also post a notice or poster to advertise your event.  There is an online Poster/Flyer Template located 
under άaȅ Resourcesέ (in your online dashboard), which you simply fill in with your cleanup details and 
then print off to use.  We recommend posting this in public spaces such as bulletin boards, libraries, or 
local storefronts.   
 

Here are some other ideas for attracting new participants: 
 

Ã Invite local celebrities or VIPS to your cleanup (eg. Mayor) 
Ã Challenge local businesses 
Ã Use social media websites, like Facebook, Twitter or YouTube 
Ã Speak to: 

Á Local TV and Radio Stations 
Á Local Newspapers 
Á Volunteer Centres 
Á Chambers of Commerce 
Á Community Centres 
Á Neighbourhood Associations 
Á Wildlife or Nature clubs 
Á Churches 
Á Local Schools (some provinces require that secondary students collect 

community service hours, and the Shoreline Cleanup is a perfect activity!) 
 

¶ Obtain cleanup ǎǳǇǇƭƛŜǎΧ 
 

Make sure you have enough cleanup supplies for your group.  Most of the items can be found around 
your own home or you can send a message to your registered participants asking for their help to bring 
supplies with them.  The basic materials you should have are garbage bags, recycling bags, gloves, and 
pens/pencils.

¶ DƻǿƴƭƻŀŘ ƻƴƭƛƴŜ ƳŀǘŜǊƛŀƭǎΧ 
 

Many of our materials are electronic (i.e. this manual), and are available from the άMy Resourcesέ section 
in your online dashboard.  Visit this section to print off a copy of the Liability Waiver, and any resources 
you find useful.  It is mandatory that you print off the Liability Waiver.  Your entire group must sign this 
waiver, and you will then return this to us after your cleanup. 
 

¶ {ƛƎƴ ȅƻǳǊ ǿŀƛǾŜǊǎΧ 
 

If you are part of a school, youth group or are expecting any participants under the age of 19, then make 
sure these youth have had their parents/guardians sign the Liability Waiver in advance.  Participants 19 
years of age and older can sign the waiver on the day of the cleanup. 
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1 WEEK BEFORE  
 

¶ ContŀŎǘ ȅƻǳǊ ǇŀǊǘƛŎƛǇŀƴǘǎΧ  
 

To communicate with your participants simply use the online Message CentreΣ ƭƻŎŀǘŜŘ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ άaȅ 
/ƭŜŀƴǳǇǎέ ǎŜŎǘƛƻƴ ƻŦ ȅƻǳǊ online dashboard.   
 
It is crucial that your participants know where and when to meet you.  It is also a good idea to ask each of 
them to bring a handful of supplies to your cleanup (bags, gloves, etc).   
 
 

Note:   Messages sent via the Message Centre can only be received by participants who have signed up 
online for your cleanup.  Please use an alternate contact method for individuals who have not used the 
website to join your cleanup.  
 

¶ Collect άSharpsέ CƻƴǘŀƛƴŜǊǎΧ 
 

Extreme caution should be used when collecting sharp objects. To further ensure the safety of your 
participants, collect or make containers to hold any sharp items you may find (i.e. broken glass, metal, 
needles). Any rigid container with a secure lid will do, such as old Tupperware, empty plastic margarine 
containers, ice cream tubs, etc.  /ƭŜŀǊƭȅ ƳŀǊƪ ǘƘŜ ά{ƘŀǊǇǎέ ŎƻƴǘŀƛƴŜǊ so your participants know what to 
put in it and can be careful around it. 

DURING THE CLEANUP 

BEFORE PARTICIPANTS ARRIVE 

Follow these steps below to ensure you are ready to greet your participants when they arrive.   
 

1. CLEARLY IDENTIFY your meeting location.   
Á You can print the Poster/Flyer Template from the άMy Resourcesέ section of your online 

dashboard and use this as a sign to mark your meeting location. You can also print off extra 
copies and use these to direct people to your meeting location. 

2. Set up a central check-in station with a first aid kit, emergency numbers, cell phone, Liability Waivers 
and your cleanup supplies. 

3. Organize cleanup supplies so they are ready to distribute. 
Á We suggest dividing participants into groups of 3-4 to share supplies. 
Á Depending on your overall group size, you can arrange supplies in piles to hand out as 

participants arrive or pre-arrange them into mini kits for each group of 3-4. 
Á As a general rule, provide 1 garbage bag and 1 recycling bag to share amongst each team. 

4. Display your Be a Data Detective Poster.  
Á This poster displays a giant data card, and helps your group understand why these are an 

important part of the cleanup.  Lǘ ƛǎ ƭƻŎŀǘŜŘ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ άaȅ wŜǎƻǳǊŎŜǎέ ǎŜŎǘƛƻƴ ƻŦ ȅƻǳǊ ƻƴƭƛƴŜ 
dashboard. 

5. Clearly post safety instructions όǊŜŦŜǊ ǘƻ ǘƘŜ Ψ{ŀŦŜǘȅ LƴŦƻǊƳŀǘƛƻƴΩ ǎŜŎǘƛƻƴ ƻŦ ǘƘƛǎ ƳŀƴǳŀƭύΦ 
6. Take a before picture of your cleanup site ǘƻ ǎƘƻǿ Ƙƻǿ ƳǳŎƘ ƻŦ ŀƴ ƛƳǇŀŎǘ ȅƻǳΩǾŜ ƘŀŘ.   
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AS PARTICIPANTS ARRIVE 
 
Now that you are ready for your participants to arrive, the 
following steps will get them ready to clean the shoreline. 
 
1. Have each participant read and sign the Liability Waiver.  

Participants under the age of 19 require a 
parent/guardian signature.  

2. Collect names and addresses from participants who wish 
to receive participation certificates (available online).  

3. Explain how to complete the data card (refer to the 
Ψ5ŀǘŀ /ƻƭƭŜŎǘƛƻƴΩ section of this manual).  
Á Filling out the data card is an important part of 

your cleanup! 
Á Instruct participants to use lined tick marks (i.e. IIII III instead of 8) next to each litter item.  

Do not ǳǎŜ ǿƻǊŘǎ ǎǳŎƘ ŀǎ άƭƻǘǎέ ŀƴŘ άƳŀƴȅέΦ  These cannot be used for data analysis. 
4. Divide people into teams of 3-4. 

Á Nominate one person as the Data Recorder and make sure they are familiar with all of the items 
listed on the data card.  This individual will be in charge of the data card. 

Á The remaining team members share the garbage/recycling bags and call each litter item they 
collect out to the Data Recorder.  

5. Distribute cleanup supplies to each team. 
6. Review posted safety instructions.  The cleanup is fun ŀƴŘ ƛǘΩǎ ŜǾŜƴ more fun when everyone stays 

safe! 
Á Make sure everyone is familiar with the area to be cleaned. 
Á Make sure you have identified any potential risks on site and briefed participants so they are 

aware of what areas to avoid.   
Á Remind participants not to pick up hazardous or dangerous looking items, or to clean 

anywhere they feel is unsafe.  
Á Remind participants to not pick-up any animal, dead or alive.  

7. Give a pep talk and send teams on their way. 
Á Thank everyone for participating in the cleanup and let them know why you decided to lead a 

cleanup. 
Á Explain our international connection (to the International Coastal Cleanup). 
Á Remind everyone why it is so important to remove shoreline litter. 
Á Explain that even the smallest item of 

litter is important to remove. 
Á Stress the importance of completing 

the data cards. 
Á Let your group know if you have any 

other activities planned for the day. 
 

Set up a central check-in station and 
direct your participants as they arrive. 

An eager crowd gathers for a quick pep talk!  
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AS PARTICIPANTS CLEAN 
 

With your group now on the shoreline collecting and recording the litter they find, take advantage of 
this time to do the following: 
 

¶ 5ƻŎǳƳŜƴǘ ȅƻǳǊ ŎƭŜŀƴǳǇΧ  
 

Take photos or video footage of your cleanup. These images can be uploaded to our Flickr site when 
ŀŎŎƻƳǇŀƴƛŜŘ ōȅ ŀ ǎƛƎƴŜŘ ά/ƻƴǘŜƴǘ !ƎǊŜŜƳŜƴǘέ ŦƻǊƳΦ aŀƪŜ ǎǳǊŜ ȅƻǳ have photos of peculiar, large 
and/or interesting item(s) found during your cleanup along with the person(s) who found. 

 

¶ Identify your weigh ǎǘŀǘƛƻƴΧ 
 

Clearly mark the area where all groups should deposit their filled garbage and recycling bags. This is also 
where you can weigh each bag to report on the data cards (refer to the ά²ŜƛƎƘƛƴƎ-Lƴέ page within the 
ά5ŀǘŀ /ƻƭƭŜŎǘƛƻƴέ section of this manual). 
 

AS PARTICIPANTS FINISH 
 

Congratulations, you have made your local shoreline a cleaner and safer place! Follow these steps to 
put the finishing touches on your cleanup. 
 

1. Collect completed data cards from each team. 
2. Complete summary information for your entire group and record this on the orange Group Summary 

Data Card. 
Á Estimate the total weight of garbage collected. 
Á Record total of garbage bags AND recycling bags filled. 
Á Mark down the total number of ǇŀǊǘƛŎƛǇŀƴǘǎ όŘƻƴΩǘ ŦƻǊƎŜǘ ȅƻǳǊǎŜƭŦΗύ. 
Á Mark down the total distance covered (enter м ƪƳ ƛŦ ȅƻǳ ŀǊŜƴΩǘ ǎǳǊŜύ. 
Á Summarize and report the item totals from data cards. 

3. Take photos. 
Á Snap an after photo ƻŦ ȅƻǳǊ ǎƛǘŜ ǘƻ ǎƘƻǿ Ƙƻǿ ŎƭŜŀƴ ȅƻǳΩǾŜ ƳŀŘŜ ƛǘΦ 
Á Gather your participants together for 

a group photo. 
4. Thank your group for all their hard work. 
5. Dispose of waste as previously arranged and 

leave the location cleaner than when you 
arrived. 

A group photo is an excellent way to 
remember your fun on the shorelines. 

Know the Golden Rule 
 
Don't remove anything that has become part of the habitat. If there are animals attached to the 
litter and there is no danger from hazardous materials, then leave it as you found it.   
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AFTER THE CLEANUP 
 

Submit your results within 1 week of your cleanup to ensure they are included in our national results. 
 

The following outlines what items to return after your cleanup (online and by mail) and how to enter 
ȅƻǳǊ ŎƭŜŀƴǳǇΩǎ ƛƴŦormation so that your efforts are properly recognized.

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PART 6: SAFETY INFORMATION 
 

We want to make sure your cleanup event is safe and injury-free. Please review this safety information 
with all of your participants before conducting your cleanup. 

GENERAL SAFETY 
 

Ç When collecting garbage, always wear gloves and proper footwear. Hiking boots, work boots or other 
reliable closed-toed shoes are best. Avoid sandals and open-toed shoes. 
 

Ç Use ά{ƘŀǊǇǎέ ŎƻƴǘŀƛƴŜǊs for disposal of glass shards, hard plastic and metal. Do not allow children to 
handle sharp items. 

 
Ç Though uncommon, syringes can be found on some shorelinesΦ tƭŜŀǎŜ ǊŜŦŜǊ ǘƻ ǘƘŜ ά{ȅǊƛƴƎŜ 
/ƻƭƭŜŎǘƛƻƴέ ǎŜŎǘƛƻƴ before handling. Children should never handle syringes. 

 
Ç Do not remove large drums or barrels. Record these items on your data card and refer to the

Ç Do not use your back when lifting heavy items. Always bend at the knees. 
 
Ç Have a first aid kit, emergency phone numbers and a flotation device on hand. Keep these in a central 

location under the supervision of a responsible adult and ensure that all cleanup participants know to 
go to this person if they are injured. 

 
Ç Cuts and puncture wounds should be treated as soon as possible as they can easily become infected. 

WATER SAFETY 
 

Ç Watch where you step. Wet rocks and logs can be very slippery. Loose rocks can shift and move 
causing you to fall. 
 

Ç Weak or non-swimmers and young children should wear a life jacket. Locate the nearest water 
rescue device, or bring one with you (i.e. throw bag, floating rope, life jacket, etc). 

 
Ç A responsible adult should always supervise young children. 
 
Ç Check river, lake and wetland water levels before your cleanup day. Move your cleanup further away 

from the water edge if levels are too high.  
 
Ç If your cleanup is along an ocean shoreline, make sure you are aware of local tide changes (tides can 

come in very quickly) and never turn your back on the ocean. You never know when a large wave 
might roll in. 

 
Ç If your cleanup is along a river shoreline, keep your participants a safe distance from the water. River 

currents can be much stronger and deeper than they appear.  

SYRINGE COLLECTION 
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Ç ONLY ADULTS SHOULD HANDLE SYRINGES. 
 

Ç Wear heavy-duty work or canvas gloves when collecting syringes. 
 
Ç Always pick up syringes with the needle pointing down and away from your body. 
 
Ç Place the syringe, needle end first, in a rigid container. A glass container with a properly fitted lid 

works well. 
 
Ç Needle punctures must be treated immediately. If a participant is pricked, take them to the nearest 

hospital, as medical treatment may be necessary. 
 
Ç Do not dispose of syringes or syringe containers in a garbage can or dumpster. Before collecting any 

medical waste, please contact your local municipality or police service to find out how to properly 
dispose of them. 

 
Ç If no one in your cleanup group is comfortable collecting syringes, please clearly mark the location of 

any syringes on the beach and contact local authorities for collection. 
 
Ç Always exercise extreme caution when handling syringes and other medical waste.  

HAZARDOUS WASTE 

 
Ç If you encounter any waste you think may be hazardous or toxic, mark the area with flagging tape 

and contact local authorities immediately. 
 

Ç Be very cautious when dealing with chemical containers or five-gallon drums, as their contents may 
be dangerous.  
 

Ç Make note of any markings on the container that may help authorities identify the contents. 

ANIMALS 
 

Ç NEVER APPROACH ANY ANIMAL, DEAD OR ALIVE! KEEP PETS AWAY! 
 

Ç If you encounter a live entangled animal, please notify appropriate authorities (i.e. Humane Society, 
SPCA, Conservation Authority, Parks Board). NEVER attempt to detangle an animal yourself. You will 
cause it considerable stress and possible injury, as well as endanger yourself. 

 
Ç Once help is on the way, keep your distance and make note of the entangled animal on the data card. 

Please describe its species and the entangling garbage as specifically as possible. If you have a 
camera, take a picture. 

 
Ç If you find a dead marine mammal, please notify your local Marine Mammal Rescue Centre. Aquatic 

mammals that appear to be stranded without entanglement should be left for 24 hours. After 24 
hours, please notify your local Marine Mammal Rescue Centre. 
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PART 7: DATA COLLECTION 

COLLECTION OF DATA IS ESSENTIAL  

 
Collecting information on the litter we find is a critical aspect of the Shoreline Cleanup. Recognizing and 
recording litter items helps determine their origins and leads to creating solutions to decrease the 
amount of garbage that ends up on our shorelines.  

HOW YOUR CLEANUP DATA IS USED  

 
When your data arrives back to the Vancouver Aquarium, we analyze this information for each region 
across the country.  The national results are then sent off to the International Coastal Cleanup (ICC) to be 
compared globally.  
 
The reports are shared with policy makers, businesses, 
schools/colleges and the general public in order to 
illustrate the problem of aquatic garbage and the 
importance of a clean environment.  
 
HOW TO COLLECT AND RECORD DATA 
 
Collecting data is easy, and you will be amazed at the 
findings! Have your group(s) fill out the data cards as 
accurately as possible, this will help you and us to 
organize the data after the Cleanup.   
 
Be sure to:

Ç Use lined tick marks to track each item you collect. Put the final number in the box beside the item 

name. Do not ǳǎŜ ŎƘŜŎƪ ƳŀǊƪǎ ƻǊ ǿǊƛǘŜ ǿƻǊŘǎ ƭƛƪŜ άƭƻǘǎέ ƻǊ άƳŀƴȅέ ǘƻ ǊŜŎƻǊŘ ƛǘŜƳǎΦ 
 
 
 
Ç Participants should clean up all garbage items they find on the shoreline, but only record those listed 

on the data card (i.e. paper is not included on the data card and does not need to be recorded). 
 
Ç Have each Data Recorder enter the distance cleaned (an estimated and/or approximate distance is 

sufficient), number of garbage and recycling bags filled, and estimated weight on their data card 
before returning this to you. This will help during you complete your Group Summary Data Card. 

 

Ç Please report and describe any animals (dead or alive) that have either ingested or become entangled 
in shoreline litter on the data cards.  Only animals that were impacted as a result of shoreline litter 
need to be recorded.

Categorizing items on the data card: 
 

Determining where all the garbage items come from is 
not an easy task, since litter can travel long distances 
before ending up in your community.  Review these 
instructions with your participants when explaining 
how to fill out the data card.    
 
Ç ONLY record items that are listed on the data card. 
 

Ç Items are grouped according to the activities they 
originate from.  If you collect an item, but it is not a 
result of the category it is listed under, DO NOT

Ç Litter Items of Local Concern:   If you find a high number of a litter items NOT listed on the data card, 
you can record up to three ƻŦ ǘƘŜǎŜ ƴŜǿ ƛǘŜƳǎ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ άLitter Items of Local ConcŜǊƴέ ǎŜŎǘƛƻƴΦ  Some 
common items of local concern include elastic bands, bottle cap rings, fireworks, band-aids, paper, 
Styrofoam, and lobster claw bands. 

 

Ç Styrofoam is NOT listed on the data card because it can originate from any number of items.  If the

Ç Paper and cardboard pieces are not categorized on the data card unless they are from a food 
wrapper. 

 

Ç You may also find natural debris items such as driftwood or seaweed. Collection of natural debris 
items is prohibited in most of Canada, as these items are an integral part of the ecosystems. PLEASE 
LEAVE THEM WHERE THEY ARE FOUND.

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Items listed on the data card: 
 
While most of the items listed on the data cards will be self-explanatory, some 
of the terms used on the data card may not be as familiar to you. The following 
is a description of the more unusual terms. 
 
Strapping Bands: These are thick strips of either plastic or metal and are used 
instead of rope to bind materials and boxes. 
 
Building Materials: This is a broad category that includes all construction and 
building materials. Some examples are nails, siding, shingles, lumber, bricks 
and rebar. 
 
Plastic Sheeting/Tarps: Sheeting is thicker than a plastic bag, and is usually 
clear or blue. It is commonly used to cover cargo and protect equipment on 
boats. 
 
Pallets: These are wooden crates, usually 4-5 feet long and used to stack and 
transport cargo. They are sƻƳŜǘƛƳŜǎ ŎŀƭƭŜŘ άǎƪƛŘǎΦέ 
 
Crates: Used to describe heavy wooden containers, found either whole or in 
pieces, and left as a result of shipping activities. 
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WEIGHING-IN 
 
Recording the weight of litter you collect is an 
important step of your cleanup event.  The following 
are some simple guidelines and tips to help estimate 
and record the weight of your litter: 
 
Ç Weigh everything you collect.  This includes bags of 

garbage and recyclables, as well as items that do 
not fit into bags. 

 
Ç Remind groups to bring back all bags of collected 

garbage.  Ask each group to weigh their filled bags 
and make note of the weight.  When that group has 
finished cleaning, ask them to record the total 
weight of all collected garbage on their data card 
ƴŜȄǘ ǘƻΥ άTotal Estimated Weight CollectedέΦ 

 
Ç When all of your data cards have been returned to 

you, calculate the total weight of garbage collected for the group and record this amount on the 
Group Summary Data Card (the orange data card). Please remember to ǎǇŜŎƛŦȅ ǿƘŜǘƘŜǊ ȅƻǳΩǾŜ ǳǎŜŘ 
pounds or kilograms in your measurements. 

 
Ç A small hand-held scale is recommended but not mandatory.  You can estimate weights fairly well 

using one of the following simple methods. 
 

1) Bring something you know the weight of as a comparison (e.g. 5 lb dumbbell). 
 

2) Use the following estimates of these commonly found items as a reference:
